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President’s Corner  
 

Hello everybody! My apologies for this 
Newsletter being so late again, but in the last 
two weeks I had a “hot” show at my place, and 
participated in the Ole South Dressage Show in 
Nashville. 
Which brings me to my “editorial” for this month: 
I was very surprised to see only a few familiar 
faces at the Ole South, and to watch that the 
great majority of ride were First level or above. 
So I decided to do some investigating of my 
own. I retrieved all the results from CTDA and 
KTEA shows so far this year and compare them 
to the Tennessean and the Ole South. The local 
schooling shows were not surprising since I 
knew that 80 % of members of both clubs ride 
Intro or training level. This is the way it looks: 

 
Around 85% of both club members ride Intro and 
Training level (Red) while 15% ride First level 
and above (Green). This is a definite contrast to 
the two local recognized shows which look like 
this: 

 
With the same color, 65% of exhibitors ride First 
Level or above while only 35% ride Intro and 
Training level. Why is this?  
 

 

There is a large discrepancy between the two 
type of shows, it seem like only about one third 
or less of schooling show participants or local 
club members actually participate in 
USDF/USEF recognized shows, even though 
the majority are USDF/USEF Members. 
My first thought is that most local dressage 
riders are “fun riders” as they ride for the fun of it 
and do not take dressage seriously, so 
participating in recognized shows is not a priority 
in their lives.  
My second thought, having been part of the 
horse industry for many years, and knowing how 
expensive showing horses, is that the average 
USDF and/or local club member has been 
priced out of recognized shows. This is a 
problem not only in dressage but in other 
disciplines as well. 
Let’s look at what it cost me to go to the old 
south, which will be my only recognized show for 
this year: 
In order to participate, you have to be a member 
of USDF ($42 through your local GMO plus $15 
for each family member) and USEF ($53 or $35 
if you are a junior); otherwise you will have to 
pay a non-member fee. Your horse will have to 
have a USEF show number or be registered with 
USDF ($35 a one time number or $60 lifetime). 
Class prices run $25 intro, $30 first through 
fourth and $45 above. To trailer in for a day is 
$20 per day or $40 for a stall per day or $70 for 
the weekend. A tack stall is $35 or $60 for the 
weekend. On top of that there is a $35 office fee 
and a $12 USEF fee, per horse. 
So for me and my daughter to go to this one 
show this year it was: 
 USDF membership    $57.00 
 USEF membership    $88.00 
 USDF Show Fee   $24.00 
 Horse Registration $120.00 
 Five Classes  $150.00 

Two Stalls   $140.00 
Tack Stall    $60.00 
Office Fee    $70.00 
TOTAL   $709.00 

This was my only recognized show for 2005!

New Tax Deduction Available to 
Horse Breeders in 2005

Horse breeders should be aware of a new tax 
advantage that begins in 2005 and increases 
over the next five years until fully implemented in 
2010. The deduction can shelter up to 3% of 
2005 profit from the sale of horses that a 
breeder has bred and sold. 
The American Jobs Creation Act of 2004, 
passed by Congress at the end of 2004, 
provided a new tax benefit which lowers the tax 
on income from U.S. production. Specifically, it 
applies to income from the sale of property that 
was "manufactured, produced or grown" by a 
taxpayer in the U.S. Although enacted to 
compensate American companies for export 
incentives ruled illegal by the World Trade 
Organization several years ago and repealed by 
Congress, the provision applies to all "qualified 
production activities income," including income 
realized by breeders from breeding and selling 
horses. 
The deduction is 3% of profits in 2005 and 2006, 
6% in 2007 through 2009 and 9% in 2010 and 
thereafter. For example, if a breeder makes a 
profit of $10,000 in 2005 from the sale of horses 
bred, the breeder can deduct $300 on his or her 
tax return. This is in addition to any other 
deductions to which the breeder is entitled. That 
deduction rises to $600 in 2007 and tops out at 
$900 in 2010 and thereafter. 
 

Dressage Tip: The Shoulder In

In preparation for the shoulder-in, the inside rein 
must be shortened sufficiently to allow the hand 
to maintain the lateral flexion without any 
backward pull on the rein. In general, the inside 
hand should be kept just in front of the outside 
hand. The inside rein should never pull across 
the withers, as it will block the impulsion and 
engagement of the inside hand and cause the 
horse to fall outwards. It also tends to lead to 
over-bending to the inside at the base of the 
neck. The axiom of ©straight line from elbow 
through the hand to the horse©s mouth© applies 
equally to the horizontal plane as to the vertical 
(side to side as much as up and down). 
 
The role of the outside rein is to regulate the 
pace and the bend. The half-halts promote 
greater collection by extending the moment of 
support of the inside hind leg. Keep the outside 
hand near the withers and act with a half-halt 
every time the outside forefoot comes to the 
ground (i.e. every other stride) but the intensity 
of the half-halt varies in relation to the response. 
A frequent error is to use the inside leg to push 
the quarters over with a backward pressure, 
often combined with the drawing up of the heel 
instead of opening the inside hip. At the same 
time, the outside leg comes off the horse, and 
the fence or wall of the arena takes over the role 
of the outside leg. Since, in most cases, 
dressage tests ask for the shoulder-in along the 
track, riders often get away with this until they 
have to ride the exercise on the center line. For 
this reason it is a good exercise to ride the 
shoulder-in away from the wall, for example 
along the quarter line or the center line. 
 
It helps to point the outside foot down the line 
along which the shoulder-in is being ridden so 
that if the horse drifts outwards with the quarters 
or shoulders it will come against the outside leg, 
while if it drifts inwards it will come against the 
inside leg. The outside leg should be positioned 
so the stirrup leather is hanging vertically from 
the stirrup bar at, or just behind the girth, to 
correct the horse if it steps away from the inside 
leg rather than coming around it, or if it falls out 
with the shoulder.
