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New FEI Registration Fee Required
for Horses and Riders

As approved by the 2005 FEI General
Assembly, an annual FEI registration is now
mandatory for all riders and horses competing in
FEI events. This would include the following
disciplines: Dressage, Reining, Show Jumping,
Driving, Endurance and Vaulting, Paraquestrian
and Eventing. The fee requirement will take
effect on January 1, 2006 and it is renewable
annually. Fees are $15.00 for each horse and
$15.00 per rider.

This registration is in addition to acquiring a
passport or horse recording. All horses and
riders must be registered with the FEI before
competing in any 2006 competitions. In addition,
the FEI horse and rider registration form is
available on the USEF web site, www.usef.org .
On the homepage go to the menu on the left and
select either  “Competitions” or  “High
Performance.” The downloadable form is
highlighted in red in those areas.

We had the opportunity to go to St. Louis and
see the Lipizzaners on November 12" 1t was
one of the most remarkable things | have ever
witnessed. As | watched the show, these
beautiful horses were absolutely amazing.
Relaxed and obedient even through difficult
movements and airs above the ground. But what
was more remarkable to my eye was what the
riders did not do! They appeared glued to the
saddle following the horse’s movement, and
very rarely did | see a leg or a rein cue, all was
so subtle that horse and rider seem to be truly
one.

When you are allowed to join the Spanish Riding
School, you join as an Eleve at the age of 15. To
become a Rider each candidate must spend at
least 2 years on the lounge line until he has
developed the stable seat required to take the
reins without interfering with the horse’s
movement. For the next 10 to 15 years all he
sees is horses, horses and more horses! The
truly unique and wonderful thing about becoming
a Rider at the school is to understand classical
horsemanship: the systematic gymnastic training
of the animal to shape its body perfectly and
keep it healthy.

Chief Rider Klaus Krzisch says: “The approach
to training always revolves around the horse’s
abilities, that is to say, the horse must enjoy
every movement”.

Don't miss the opportunity to see these
wonderful horses.
