Annual Meeting, with the Ellen Scripps Davis 
Memorial Breeders' Award. The Coatesville, PA, 
resident can be credited with the landslide 
success evidenced by her own operation, Iron 
Spring Farm . A success story that crosses 
more than one breed or discipline, Malone has 
produced top show jumpers, hunters, Friesians, 
dressage and dressage breeding horses, and 
she has personally trained five horses to the 
grand prix level and five to the Prix St. Georges 
level.

Sinclair, who won the 2005 USEF/Markel 
National Dressage Championship for six-year-
olds and was named USDF Horse of the Year in 
the FEI six-year-old division; and Ovation, 
currently ridden by German competitor Markus 
Fuchs, who is ranked among the world's top ten 
in show jumping.

Equine Interstate Movement Permit 
(“Passport”) 

To help ease the current health certificate 
restrictions on moving horses out of state, the 
Tennessee Department of Agriculture recently 
approved our state's participation in a voluntary 
regional "passport" program. Under this new 
program, a horse owner has the option to obtain 
an interstate movement permit, or “passport,” 
that for travel among participating states is 
equivalent to a health certificate, but is valid for 
6 months.  Participating states include Alabama, 
Arkansas, Florida, Georgia, Louisiana, 
Mississippi, North Carolina, Oklahoma, South 
Carolina and West Virginia.  Kentucky and 
Virginia have indicated their intent to join the 
program in future.   
Permit applications must be submitted through 
an accredited veterinarian.  Horse owners in 
Tennessee interested in obtaining a permit may 
complete an application and return it to their 
veterinarian along with a copy of an original 
health certificate (Certificate of Veterinary 
Inspection) and a current Equine Infectious 
Anemia test result.  Upon receipt, the 
department will issue an Interstate Movement 
Permit that is valid for 6 months from the date 
the health certificate was issued.  Recognized 
forms of animal identification include a unique 
identifier lip tattoo, a unique brand, electronic 
implant or a digital photograph submitted in low 
resolution “jpeg” format.  Horse owners are also 
responsible for keeping an itinerary listing those 
events in which the horse participates

to Las Vegas in 2007   
 

LAS VEGAS - The International Equestrian 
Federation (FEI) and Las Vegas Events, Inc.

World Cup Finals in both dressage and show 
jumping will return to the Thomas & Mack 
Center in Las Vegas, April 18-22, 2007. This will 
mark the fourth time that Las Vegas hosts the 
FEI World Cup Finals and the second time, 
following the initial event in Las Vegas in 2005, 
that the world's premier annual championships 
in the two Olympic equestrian disciplines are 
held concurrently.

Beginner Novice Division to be 
offered at the 2006 American 

Eventing Championships 
 

Recently the United States Eventing Association 
(USEA) announced that a Beginner Novice 
division would be offered at the 2006 American 
Eventing Championships (AEC), on a trial basis. 
At that time qualifications were published for 
those hoping to compete in this division. 
Horses and riders, not necessarily as a 
combination, during the period from August 2, 
2005, to August 21, 2006, will qualify to compete 
in the AEC Beginner Novice division when they 
have acquired: 
-Two first through third placings in any USEA-
recognized Beginner Novice Horse Trials; or -
First through fifth placing in any USEA Beginner 
Novice Area Championship 
Neither horse nor rider can have competed at 
higher than the Novice level during the qualifying 
period; and if they have competed at Novice, it 
can be no more than five times during the 
qualifying period. In this instance, “competed” is 
defined as starting the dressage phase, 
regardless of whether or not the horse and rider 
finish the competition. 
The horse and rider must be registered with the 
USEA. For the Beginner Novice division only, if 
rider membership and horse registration are in 
place by April 30, 2006, points and placing(s) 
from August 2, 2005, through April 30, 2006, will 
be retroactive, providing proof of qualifying rides 
is submitted to the USEA. The USEA will not 
automatically assign points or placings—-you 
must contact the Member Services Department 
to submit this information.
