On Schooling Shows

K.T.E.A. has now held seven "schooling" shows
and each time something happens that we did
not plan on that makes somebody upset or
somebody feels that something was unfair. Let
me start by defining what the word "schooling”
means:

By the dictionary: school ing skul - Spelled
Pronunciation [skoo-ling] — 1. the process of
being taught in a school. 2. education obtained
through experience or exposure. 3. the training
of a horse or a horse and rider in equitation.
Even Merriam Webster recognizes that
“schooling” is an equestrian term!

Schooling Shows are an important part of the
educational framework for dressage. There are
several purposes for schooling shows; One, and
the most thought of is to prepare the horse and
rider for recognized competitions. Unfortunately,
it is the least used, as | addressed last year in
one of my editorial, only 10 to 15 % of people
who show in schooling shows actually go to
recognized shows! Schooling shows provide
three other more useful purposes, 1) They are a
place for the most common “backyard” dressage
rider to test his/her skills in front of a judge, 2) it
provides a place for people new to the sport to
“test” the waters without pressure, and 3) it is
the most effective way to promote dressage
amongst the general population.

With that said, Should schooling shows adhere
to the strict rules of recognized shows as it was
pointed to me during our last show? My answer
is and will always be “within reason”, and that is
follow the rules that affect performance of the
horse and/or rider to avoid giving “unfair
advantage” to anybody, but be flexible on things
that are trivial.

| reviewed the guidelines for Schooling Shows of
10 clubs that are published in the Internet; |
choose only those close to our region, mostly in
the southeast, this in what | found:

Attire : 90% of clubs “encourage” coats; only 1
out of ten requires them. Heeled boots are
required in all, tall boots in 6 the rest allow half
chaps. All ask for neat and clean appearance.
ASTM hats are a must in all.

Tack: 100% of clubs require an “English type”
saddle, none required dressage saddles. All
require that whips, bits and spurs be as per
USEF rules. Six allow bandages and boots.
“Easy Boots” are allowed in nine.

Other: Some Clubs do not allow more than 2 or
3 tests per rider, or limit the number of levels to
two. Most do not address it. Nine of ten do not
allow a student of a judge to show unless it is
hors de concours. Eight allow riders to ride the
same test more than once but only placed once.

| could go on and on with little rules but they are
all in my opinion inconsequential.

All clubs have a statement on Show Etiquette

which we don't; this is the most commonly found
which | propose we should adopt:

1. Be courteous to fellow competitors and show
volunteers.

2. Do not lunge horses in the middle of warm up
areas- use out of the way areas and vyield to
riders preparing to ride their tests.

3. Pass left shoulder to left shoulder in the warm
up area and yield to those traveling at faster
gaits.

4. Leave your trailer site clean. Pick up trash
and manure before leaving.

5. Remember that venues are donated by
property owners. Do not do anything that may
result in damage to their property.

Trailer Accident Survey Generates

Valuable Safety Tips

In an effort to help improve safety of horses and
those who travel with horses, USRider has been
working with nationally known large animal
rescue experts Drs. Tomas and Rebecca
Gimenez. Based on the team’s research,
USRider and Drs. Gimenez offer several safety
recommendations to those who travel with
horses.

With operator error factors, such as driving too
fast, causing the majority of trailer accidents, it is
imperative for drivers to be very careful and
remain attentive. Double the following distance
recommended for passenger cars. Be sure to
maintain that distance even when cars cut in
front of you. Transportation experts have
determined that talking on a cell phone while
driving proves to be just as dangerous as driving
while impaired. If your vehicle becomes
disabled, continue driving, when possible, until
you can pull over to a safe area. Do this even if




you have a flat tire and it means destroying a
wheel. Wheels can be easily replaced. Stopping
on the shoulder of the road is extremely
dangerous. Pull over on the grass as much as
possible, away from the white line. Drive with the
headlights on at all times to increase visibility.
Apply reflective material to the back of your
trailer. The reflective material will help other
drivers see you as they approach. Replace your
tires every three to five years regardless of
mileage. Make sure that tires are rated to
support more than the gross weight of the trailer
and its contents. Check the air pressure in all
tires at least every 30 days. It's imperative to
perform regular maintenance on your tow
vehicle and trailer. This applies to old and new
trailers alike. People tend to think that new
trailers are automatically trouble-free and might
not inspect them very closely. Make use of the
ICE program. ICE stands for “in case of
emergency.” This very simple program has been
designed to aid emergency responders in
identifying victims and in determining who needs
to be natified. (forms are available for download
free from the USRider website at
www.usrider.org.)

Improper hitching is a common cause of trailer
accidents. Fasten the safety chains and
breakaway switch actuating chain securely. An
unbalanced load may cause a trailer to overturn
in an accident. When loading a horse trailer,
always load the heaviest cargo on the left. Carry
a current vet-approved first-aid kit.
Recommendations for a vet-approved first-aid kit
are listed in the Equine Travel Safety Area on
the USRider website.

“Through unique studies like this and other
initiatives,” said Mark Cole, Managing Member
for USRider, “we are on a mission to increase
the equine community’s trailering 1Q. In
conclusion, you are transporting precious cargo,
one can never be over prepared or too safe.”
