I enjoyed my ride, she seemed to pick 
up immediately on what my problems were, and 
we made some progress just on my hour lesson.

Rio Prepares to Welcome the 
Americas  

The Opening Ceremonies of the XV Pan 
American Games will take place in the 
Maracaña Stadium in downtown Rio de Janeiro 
on July 13. An estimated 95,000 spectators will 
welcome more than 5,500 athletes from the 42 
countries of North, Central and South America. 
Equestrian, one of 34 sports at these Games, 
will take place at the National Equestrian Centre 
at the Deodoro Military Club, 30 kilometers north 
of the Pan American Village. Approximately 100 
horse-and-rider combinations from 18 countries 
will compete for team and individual medals in 
the Olympic disciplines of jumping, dressage 
and eventing. Much more than medals is at 
stake for the countries not yet qualified to send 
teams to the 2008 Olympics. Team USA has 
qualified for the equestrian competition in all 
three disciplines, thanks to its teams’ 
performances at the 2006 FEI World Equestrian 
Games. Olympic team berths will be awarded to 
the top-finishing countries other than the USA at 
the Pan Am Games: three in jumping, and two 
each in dressage and eventing. An additional 
five individual Olympic spots (one North 
American and four Central or South Americans) 
will be earned in jumping. 
The U.S dressage riders and horses have 
settled nicely into the newly constructed National 
Equestrian Center at the Deodoro Sports 
Complex located on a military base 26 
kilometers outside Rio de Janeiro. Deodoro also 
includes the competition facilities for archery, 
field hockey, shooting and modern pentathlon. 
The U.S dressage team members and the USEF 
sports staff give their venue high marks. “It is an 
excellent facility by anyone’s quality standards; 
Brazil did a wonderful job on it,” said Jim Wolf, 
Executive Director of High Performance for the 
United States Equestrian Federation (USEF) 
and Chef de Mission for the United States 
Equestrian Team in Rio.

The Importance of Angles 

 

Angles in a horse's body tend to be similar. A 
horse with a well-sloped shoulder will also have 
a well-sloped pastern. A good shoulder will have 
about a 60 degree angle from point of shoulder 
to the junction of neck and withers (the highest 
part of the withers) and about 40 degrees from 
point of shoulder to the junction of withers and 
back. 
The line from point of hip to buttocks should be 
long. The angle made by this line and the line 
from buttock to stifle should be very sharp. As in 
the shoulder, the sharper the angle, the more 
freedom of movement in the legs. 
A good horse has a short topline (his back -- 
from just behind the withers to his tail) compared 
with his longer underline. 
A good horse is "square." His distance from 
point of shoulder (A) to buttock (B) is equal to 
his height from the ground (D) to the top of his 
withers (C). 
A good horse is the same depth through his 
body (top of withers to underline -- x to y) as 
from underline (y) to fetlock joint (z). 
The point of the hock is the same height as the 
chestnut on the inside of the foreleg. 

 
A horse with a long, sloping shoulder and good 
pastern angles has a longer, smoother stride, a 
smoother gait, and is less likely to suffer 
breakdowns and lameness due to excessive 
concussion.
