Great Clinics! 
 

As you all know, Marci Von Lenzner Plopper  
gave two clinics at Rojas Ranch the past couple 
of months. Ten KTEA members had the 
opportunity to ride with her. Four of them 
received scholarships from KTEA. 
Even though the weather did not cooperate and 
we had to ride in 95’-98’ temperatures, 
everybody enjoyed it and learned lots of new 
tips. This is the most accomplished clinician that 
KTEA has had the opportunity to invite, she has 
not only competed in all mayor Dressage 
competitions in the US but in Europe, and she is 
posed to qualify for the World Equestrian team 
from Portugal. 
For me, the most eye opening concept that she 
taught through the weekend is that riding 
dressage is a long term commitment, not a race. 
What you do to your horse now has long term 
consequences. A horse may be forced into 
doing movements but if its mind and body are 
not ready it will not last. Her approach is for a 
slow, disciplined, training program that develops 
the horses mind and body over time,  
Interestingly enough, Marci is originally from 
Jasey, Romania, and came to the U.S. by way 
of Canada. She has studied with Benjt Lundquist 
(Sweden), Kalus Albin (Germany), and presently 
with Juan Matute (Spain) and Jorge Sousa 
(Portugal). She divides her time between the 
U.S. and Portugal. She owns three horses; Thor 
an upper level 12 year old DWB, Camille a 5 
year old DWB mare and in Portugal she has 
Uracum, a 5 year old black Lusitano who is 
making his debut on the European Scene this 
year. 
Marci made a big impression on all riders, it was 
interesting to see the horses change through the 
weekend, and the riders learn their homework, 
since she plans to come back periodically. Next 
time will be on the first or second week of 
January and for those interested in participating, 
please sign up at www.mlpdressage.com.
